First Reading — All who believed were devoted to the 
teachings of the apostles, the communal life, the breaking 
of the bread, and prayer (Acts 2:42-47).

Second Reading — God has given us an undiminished 
inheritance, safeguarded for us in heaven (1 Peter 1:3-9).

(John 20:19-31). 
WHAT THE CHURCH TEACHES US - How sinners con-
tribute to Christ’s suffering on the Cross? According to the 
Catechism of the Catholic Church, “since our sins made the 
Lord Christ suffer the torment of the cross, those who plunge 
themselves into disorders and crimes crucify the Son of God 
anew in their hearts (for he is in them) and hold him up to con-
tempt. and it can be seen that our crime in this case is greater in 
us than in the Jews. As for them, according to the witness of the 
Apostle, "None of the rulers of this age understood this; for if 
they had, they would not have crucified the Lord of glory." We, 
however, profess to know him. and when we deny him by our 
deeds, we in some way seem to lay violent hands on 
him.” (CCC 598).
